2 Reasons for Revisions

OMRON expects the business environment will continue to be uncertain throughout the third quarter
and beyond due to U.S.-China trade frictions and other factors, having a negative impact on sales
performance. Accordingly, the company has made a downward revision in the fiscal 2018 earnings
forecasts as outlined above. The OMRON Group has set the exchange rate assumptions for the third
guarter and beyond to USD1 = JPY110 and EUR1 = JPY127.
